Summary 

 

On March 10, 2015, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, Office of Enforcement and 

Compliance Assurance, issued the 2015 Update to the 1998 U.S. Environmental Protection 

Agency’s Supplemental Environmental Projects (SEP) Policy. The update is a consolidation of 

the exiting SEP guidance from its inception in 1998, and is intended to encourage use of the 

policy by helping facilitate the inclusion of SEPs in civil enforcement settlements when 

appropriate. The update covers when it is appropriate to include a SEP, evaluates proposed SEPs, 

and provides information regarding settlements.  

 

Background 

 

The Florida Division of Emergency Management (FDEM) is keeping with this approach to civil 

settlements related to chemical/hazardous materials incidents and encourages the use of the EPA 

SEP program by coordinating with local and regional partners through outreach to facilities, 

response agency/departments, and the local emergency planning committees to ensure the update 

is distributed. In addition, FDEM has requested new projects be developed and pushed out to the 

EPA website for access to information on the program and the updated policy. The SEP initiative 

is an important component of the EPA enforcement programs and can provide a substantial 

benefit to communities and the environment. Local emergency planning committees encourage 

the use of this program, and request you relay to staff any SEP ideas you may have.

The attached tables provide information on all hazardous materials incident reports received by 

the State Watch Office for the period of March 1, 2015 through May 31, 2015. Table 1 lists by 

LEPC incidents that are potential Section 304 investigations at fixed facilities. These are 

incidents involving the release of an extremely hazardous substance or a Comprehensive 

Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA) chemical at a fixed 

facility. Table 2 covers fixed facility hazardous materials incidents for which evacuations, 

injuries, and/or deaths were reported. Table 3 shows transportation related hazardous materials 

incidents with evacuations, injuries, and deaths. This information is available upon request from 

the State Watch Office.  

 

Graph I shows the total number of hazardous materials incident reports per year reported to the 

State Watch Office for the period of January 1, 2002 through May 31, 2015. Graph II compares 

incidents that occurred at fixed facilities to those involving transportation-related incidents 

during the period of June 1, 2014 through May 31, 2015, and represents hazardous materials 

incident reports by LEPC District.

(TTF) to address the requirements for the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act Grant 

Program. Since its inception, TTF responsibilities have been expanded to include the 

development of responder training guidelines; coordination with responder groups to ensure 

required hazardous materials training is available; and development of strategic planning projects 

to effectively deliver training and formal guidelines.
