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¶ LEPC Chairs and Coordinators Meeting: The last Statewide LEPC Chairs and 

Coordinatorôs meeting was held January 21, 2020 Daytona Beach, Florida in conjunction 

with the Annual Hazmat Symposium. The quarterly meeting scheduled for April 16, 2020 

in St. Augustine was cancelled due to the declaration of emergency by the State of 

Florida Office of the Governor and subsequent executive orders directing governmental 

entities to refrain from public meetings due to the COVID-19 pandemic. The next 

quarterly meeting is scheduled for July, 2020. FDEM will determine whether that 

meeting will be a physical meeting and the location. 
 

o Florida Division of Emergency Management (FDEM) Staff Update: 2020 Emergency 

Response Guidebooks (ERGs): Mr. Robert Dietrich, FDEM staff, notified LEPCs that 

the 2020 ERGs will be delivered in hardcopy. FDEM has arranged to have the ERGs 

delivered to each region. Palm Beach County Fire Rescue has offered to receive and 

store the ERGs for the entire region. Staff will contact agencies and departments to 

discuss pick up dates.  
 

¶ State Training Task Force (TTF) Meeting Update:  The last TTF meeting was held 

January 21, 2020, Daytona Beach, Florida, in conjunction with the 2020 Annual Hazmat 

Symposium., Florida. The regular quarterly meeting scheduled for April 16, 2020, in St. 

Augustine was cancelled to due to the declared State of Emergency and executive orders 

issued by the governorôs office restricting physical meetings. FDEM will determine if the 

TTF will meet physically for the July 2020 quarterly meeting.  
 

Standard Operating Guidelines (SOGs): The SOGs/SOPs are updated and provided to 

statewide hazmat teams as ñminimum standardsò to assist in establishing and preparing 

their plans, procedures, and protocols. The TTF Chairman has advised staff that the 

following SOGs/SOPs (18 in total) have been completed and were adopted by the SERC 

at the January 2020 meeting. The remainder SOPs/SOGs will be adopted if a physical 

meeting is held in July.

These SOPs/SOGs are normally posted to the FDEM portal; however security reviews are 

being conducted on the site and therefore not accessible at this time. Staff has the adopted 

documents and will provide by email or hardcopy.  
 

¶ Planning Subcommittee: Staff has submitted the draft 2020 Treasure Coast Regional 

Hazardous Materials Response Plan to Florida Division of Emergency Management for 

review via the FDEM SharePoint site.  Staff will have additional updates and will submit the 

final draft plan in the 4th quarter (June 2020) for final FDEM approval.  
 

¶ Public Information Exchange:  Members regularly provide staff with training, exercise, 

and/or public or outreach information and distributed to the LEPC membership and 
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interested parties list. Staff will forward by email to the LEPC membership and interested 

parties. Currently the website is undergoing reconstruction and staff will post information 

where appropriate as soon as the site is available.

¶ Local Emergency Planning Committee Activities: LEPC coordinator is currently engaged 

in the following projects and/or program activities: 
 

o Exercise/Outreach/Education: Tabletop exercises: Planning is still ongoing for the 

tabletop exercise in partnership with St. Lucie County Fire Rescue and Helena Agri-

Enterprises, Incorporated. A second exercise is in the planning process. Staff contacted 

GEM Freshco and discussed the preliminary scenario and objectives for a tabletop 

exercise involving a significant Ammonia (Anhydrous) release. This exercise will focus 

on alert and notification, evacuation and sheltering, and on-scene command post 

communications with St. Lucie County Fire District and the facility to test facility 

emergency plans and the Regional Hazardous Materials Response Plan.  
 

o Shelter-in-Place/EPCRA/LEPC: Staff delivered a presentation on EPCRA and 

hazardous materials release evacuation and shelter-in-place protocols at Indian River 

State College Public Safety and Law Enforcement Academy on February 18, 2020. 

Shelter-in-Place and evacuation coordination between multiple agencies with a focus on 

the law enforcement perspective. Specific elements addressed in the presentation 

included perimeter safety, vulnerability and risk determination with plumes to show hot 

and warm zones, and communication of this information in incident/unified commands. 

The TCLEPC staff is required to provide outreach educational presentation training on 

sheltering in place and evacuation in response to chemical releases in the region and 

regularly addresses graduating classes at IRSC Public Safety.

¶ Contract Activities Update: 
 

o HMEP Training: The Treasure Coast LEPC sponsored 42 students with lodging to 

attend the 2020 Hazardous Materials Symposium through HMEP funds (U.S. 

Department of Transportation annual funding). The Symposium was held January 21-24, 

2020 at the Plaza Resort in Daytona Beach. Statewide, 619 persons attended classroom 

and hands-on training. In addition, the Treasure Coast region sponsored four (4) 

hazardous materials teams  to compete in the annual spill and leak response competition.  
 

2019/2020 HMEP grant funds were made available on October 1, 2019. Staff 

coordinated three (3) Toxicology classes conducted at Indian River and Martin County 

Fire Rescue Departments, and the St. Lucie County Fire District March 4, 5, and 6, 

2020. All were strongly attended. 
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¶ Membership: There were five new primary nominations and two new alternate 

nominations for membership in the last quarter. The April nominations will be scheduled 

for July 2020.
